English
Our first text is ‘Egyptology’ by Dugald Steer and our second text is ‘Into the Forest’ by Anthony Browne
We will be focussing on:
Formation of nouns using a range of prefixes e.g. auto- super- anti- (mis-, in-, dis-, un-)
Use of the forms a or an when next word starts with a consonant or a vowel
Word families based on common words showing how words are related in form and meaning
Expressing time, place and cause using adverbs e.g. (then, next, soon, therefore) 
Expressing time, place and cause using prepositions e.g. (before, after, during, in, because of)
Present perfect form of verbs
Introduction to paragraphs as a way to group related material
Headings and sub-headings to aid presentation
Inverted commas to punctuate direct speech


Other Subjects
Design Technology – Electronic Charms
Computing – Coding
PHSE (Jigsaw)– Relationships and changing me.
History - Ancient Egyptians
Geography- Rivers
Art- Craft and Art and Design Skills

Science – 
Plants- We will be identifying and describing the functions of different parts of flowering plants, we will explore the requirements of plants for life and growth, investigate ways water is transported in plants and explore the part that flowers play in the life cycle of flowering plants such as pollination, seed formation and seed dispersal. 
Light- We will be recognising that light is needed in order to see things and that dark is the absence of light, notice that light is reflected from surfaces and recognise that shadows are formed when the light from a light source is blocked by an opaque object.

	



Maths  
In maths, this term we will be:
Fractions – counting in unit and non-unit fractions, dividing objects into equal parts, writing and finding fractions of a discrete set of objects, adding and subtracting fractions with the same denominator, comparing and ordering unit fractions, and fractions with the same denominators.
Mass and Capacity - measuring, comparing, adding and subtracting: mass (kg/g); volume/capacity (l/ml) 
Money - adding and subtracting amounts of money to give change, using both £ and p in practical contexts 
Time- telling and writing the time from an analogue clock, recording and comparing time in terms of seconds, minutes and hours, knowing the number of seconds in a minute and the number of days in each month, year and leap year and comparing durations of events.
Shape - identifying and drawing 2-D shapes and identifying and making 3-D shapes using modelling materials; recognising angles as a property of shape or a description of a turn, identifying right angles, identifying whether angles are greater than or less than a right angle, identifying horizontal and vertical lines and pairs of perpendicular and parallel lines
Statistics - interpreting and presenting data using bar charts, pictograms and tables.
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
