Attendance Monitoring 
We keep a close eye on attendance so we can offer support as early as possible. If your child’s attendance 
falls below 95%, you may receive a letter from school to highlight 
this and look for ways we can work together to improve attend-
ance. 
If attendance continues to fall and reaches persistent absence 
levels (below 90%), further support and involvement from the 
Local Authority may be required.
