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Dear Parents/Carers,

Welcome to Year Six! This letter will include much of the information you need for the start of the year.

How do I drop off and collect the children?

Please drop your child off at either Chiltern Road or Petersfield Gardens at their designated arrival time. Parents should not accompany children into the school grounds please. 
Will the children be expected to wear uniform?
Because we are trying ‘to get back to normal’ as much as possible, we expect children to wear full uniform except on the two days each week: Tuesday and Thursday, when they will be having PE lessons -  they can come to school in a suitable ‘Twiss Green style’ top (The blue PE T-shirt, or a white or blue top suitable for PE) plus tracksuit bottoms/leggings/shorts and trainers. You do not need to provide pumps at the moment. Long hair should be tied back as per the school policy.

What can my child bring to school?

Children should bring their book bags and will be able to bring letters, reading books and some homework back and to from school; however, they should not be bringing anything from home other than that which is needed for school (no toys/trading cards). They do not need a pencil case or stationery. They will need a refillable water bottle (no juice please). 
What will the classrooms look like?
Once in the building the children will be welcomed; they will then be asked to hang up their coats, wash their hands and go and sit in their designated place in the classroom where there will be an activity ready for them to get on with. 

What will happen at breaktime/lunchtime?
The whole class will be one 'bubble' (no pods) and although the children will have fixed seating positions within the classroom, they will be free to play with any class friends at breaks etc. Packed lunches will be eaten in the classroom (lunchboxes and water bottles should be brought into school on a daily basis). A packed lunch will be provided by the school kitchen for the any children who qualify for Free School Meals or those who wish to purchase one via parent pay for school dinners. Toast should be paid for on a Monday as usual. Healthy snacks are still allowed. 

What if my child feels unwell?
Should any of the children show symptoms, cough, temperature of loss of taste or smell, we will immediately remove them from the group to a designated medical area (the computer suite). The attending member of staff will then have to don full PPE whilst staying with the sick pupil. You will have to come to school immediately and take your child for testing. Schools are being given a small number of testing kits, one of which will be given to you. You will be asked to take the test at home and inform school of the outcome. If the test returns positive, then your child will need to self-isolate for 10 days and everyone in the household for 14 days. Children and staff within the class will then be asked to self-isolate for 14 days and the learning environment will be deep cleaned by the Local Authority. We would expect all staff and families to engage in the NHS Test and Trace system in order to keep our community safe.  

What happens if there is a local lockdown?
During lockdown, Year 5 engaged brilliantly with Seesaw and so it is our intention to use this app in all year groups across the school. Miss McGann will be sending a letter next Friday about 'Seesaw' and I will send home your child’s new Year 6 learning code this week. I would like them to log on to Seesaw at home as soon as possible as we will be using it this term for communicating homework information in readiness for if we should need to isolate any bubbles in the coming weeks / months. We intend to use Seesaw for the bulk of communicating 'blended learning' (the new name for home learning!). More details to follow, but you might like to download the app in preparation, if you haven’t already.
How will the curriculum be organised?

I will be uploading a Year Six curriculum map to the Year Six webpage in the coming week.

What cleaning will be carried out?

The classrooms will be cleaned as usual at the end of the day. In addition to this, the tables will be cleaned with Milton before and after lunchtime. Mrs Taylor will also clean any shared resources daily, again with Milton.

I’m sure that other things will crop up over the next few days as we settle into a new year, but I can’t wait to get the children back into school! We have an exciting and busy year ahead as the children enter their final year at Twiss Green and we are going to try to make school as 'normal' as we are allowed to within the parameters of the guidance we have received from Government and the LA.
