Equality and diversity at Twiss Green
You may have seen the PowerPoint and the books that were on display in the hall during Parents Evening.

At Twiss Green Primary School, we aim to teach the children to recognise and accept difference and we have a duty to prepare them for modern life in Britain. In school and their future workplace they will be working alongside peers and colleagues of different race, religion, gender, age, disability and sexual orientation. It is paramount that future generations are able to accept differences, accept the views of others and treat each other with respect, even if they disagree. We expect the children to express their views with kindness and consideration for the feelings of others. Our key message is that we are all equal and we all belong, we are all insiders, there are no outsiders in our school. 

In order to promote this ethos at Twiss Green, we have chosen to use a resource that embeds equality, called ‘No Outsiders.’ This part of the curriculum links to British Values and Social, Moral, Spiritual and Cultural learning (SMSC).  As this is part of the school curriculum, every child takes part.  No Outsiders supports outstanding teaching and learning; it challenges stereotypes and the use of derogatory language in lessons and around school.  
We understand that some of our parents may wish to be involved in developing Twiss Green’s approach to this area of the curriculum and to that end would like to establish a ‘Change Team’.  We are hoping that a small group of parents from across all year groups will be able to give up some time to attend meetings with teachers, governors and children from the school.  If you would like to be involved in this work, please contact the school office.

Holiday Club
Plans are afoot to establish a Holiday Club that will run during the school holidays (except Christmas).  Days and dates will be subject to demand (e.g. we may run a club for 1, 2 or even 3 weeks in the summer, if there is enough demand).  As it is, it is our intention to offer a holiday club this Easter week commencing 8th April.  The times will be 8am until 5pm and the cost per day will be £20 with a 10% discount for parents who book 5 days.  Half days will also be available - 8am till 12.30pm and 12.30pm until 5pm - for £12. The club will be run by members of the Breakfast Club and After School club staff.
